IT’S REGISTRATION TIME!  JANUARY 9-13 
REGISTRATION INFORMATION: 

 On January 5 & 6 tuition rates for the 2012-2013 school year will be available.  These prices won’t go into 

effect until July 1, 2012 

 January 9-13 will be the days for priority registration for current Westminster families, siblings included. 

 You may download a registration form from our website or pick one up in your child’s classroom. 

 Fees are due at the time of registration and placements cannot be held without payment.  Fees are  

      not refundable. 

 - $250 Material and Activities Fee for school year July 2012 - June 2013 (includes a new tee shirt every 

 year and supplies) 

 - $75 Material and Activity Fee for the summer session only (July - August (for students who only wish to at
 tend the summer session and will not be continuing in the fall) 

 - $100 New Child Fee a processing fee for every student new to Westminster (includes a bucket) 

 - Fees may be paid all at once or over 2 months.
